ln accordance with the Texas Administrative Code and Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board {Chapter 4, Subchapter D,

Dual Credit Partnerships between Secondary Schools and Texas Public Colleges), HillCollege offers college-levelacademic and

workforce education course options to independent schooldistricts (tSDs) for dual credit. After the appropriate college-level

courses are approved for dual crediL high school students meeting Hill College requirements may register in the courses to
receive college and high school credit simuhaneously, thus developing a bridge between secondary and postsecondary

education (TEC 28.009; TAC C-U. To facilitate effective communication between each respective ISD and Hill College, each

party to this agreement will appoint a contact person to coordinate all activilies relative to dual credit. Communications to Hill

College regarding dual credit should be directed to the college's dual redit representative.

Dual Credit Admission/RCistratlon. Students, upon written permission of the high school principalor des'rgnee, may apply for
dual credit admission. Dual credit students must submit the following documents prior to registration: Hill College Dual

Credit/Concurrent Permission Form, h'rgh school transcript, qualifoing mllege readiness soores, official college transcript(s)
from any other colleges attended prior to registration.

1. Ellgible Cources

A. All courses offered for dual credit by Hill College wlll be either college-level academic courses, identified from the
current edition of the Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board Lower-Division Academic Course Guide Manual

or college-level workforce education courses, identified from the current edition of the WorKorce Education

Course Manual.

B. A college course offered for dual credit must be: (A) in the core curriculum of the public institution of higher
education providing the credit; (B) a career and technical education course; (C) a foreign language course; or {D} a

college pathway course that satisfies specific degree plan requirements leading to the completion of a board
approved certificate, Associate of Arts, Associate of Science, Associate of Applied Science , or Field of Study.

C. Developmental or remedial courses may not be offered for dual credit. ISD is encouraged to partner with Hill College

(as required by House Bill 5, 83rd Texas legislature] to develop and provide courses in college preparatory
mathematics and English language erts to prepare student for success in entry-level college courses {See HB 5 MOU

below)

D. The ISD will work closely with the Hill College dual credit representative to ensure that the college offers sufficient
requested courses and/or sections. The feasibility of offering specific courses will be neSotiated by Hill College and
high school personnel. (TAC C-4)

E, A complete list of dual credit courses taught within this school district, as well as a crosswatk, will be maintained on
file in the Vice President of Student Learning and Success Office,

F. ln addition to dual credit waivers for Texas Success lnitiative Assessment (TSIA) Assessment (See Appendix A), the
following core curriculum courses may be taken by dual credit students, who are not yet TSI compliant but have at
least attempted the TSIA:

2, Student Elagibilaty

A. TSIA requires mandatory assessment for all students to determine college readiness in reading, writang and math. The

billauthorizesthe Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board to prescribe assessment instruments with a statewide
college-readiness standard. The initiative allows an institution to determine when a student is ready to perform
college-level oursework. High School students who seek to register in a dual credit course, which will grant college
credit must prove "college readiness" by achieving a college level score as outlined in Appendix A.

B. TSI rules state that students registering in a level-one certificates or less are exempt from the TSI Assessment

requirements. A high school studem can register in career and technical/workforce education duat credit courses

without having to show college readiness on an approved TSI Assessment if the student has permission of the high

school.

C. Students registering in career and technica/workforce education dual credit courses contained in a level-two
certificate or higher must meet the same dual credit eligibility criteria as students registered in academic dual credit
courses.

D. Students coming from a non-traditional program of study (i.e., a home school, private or a non-accredited high

school) and seeking dual credit/concurrent courses at Hill College must satisfu paragraphs A through C of this
suhection.

E. To be eligible for registration in a dual credit course, students must meet all the college's regular prerequisite
requirements designated for that course.

F. All students who participate in the dual credit/concurrent program must maintain a cumulative college GPA of at
least a 2.0 to remain in good standing and demonstrate satisfactory performance in college{evel coursewo*.
Students who do not achieve satisfactory progress will be placed on scholastic probation for the next long semester
and may be registered provisionally. Credit will be awarded according to state, local, and institutional policies in
effect at the time of registration.
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3. Location of Oasses

A. Dual credit courses may be taught on one of Hill college's campus/centers, online, through distance leaming, or on
the high school campus. {TAC 19, Part 1, Chapter 4, Subchapter D, 4.85(c)l

4. C.omposition o, Clas

8. Dualcredit classes planned at any approved off-campus site in collaboration with the appropriate college faculty, staff,
and local high school personnel will be available to dual credit students only and only if the number of dual credit
students is justifiable.

C. Only under the rare circumstances listed below will classes at an approred off-campus site such as a high
school be permitted to include both dual credit students and nondual credit high school rtudents. Such
mixed classes may be allow€d under one of the following conditions:

i. lf the course involved is required for completion under the State Board of Education High School Program
graduation requirements and the high school is otherwise unable to offer such a course;

ii. lfthe mixed cla5s is limited to high schoolhonors sludents, Collete Board Advanced Placement or lnternational
Baccalaureate, dual credit/concurrent students, andfor regular college credit students, all of whom will be taught
the college-level course. Students not retistered for college crcdit by the official census date of the class will not be
awarded college credit.

iii. lf the cours€ is a career and technicaUworkforce education course and the high-school credh-only students are
eligible to earn articulated college credit.

D. lt is the responsibilaty of the lsos' high school prin€ipal to certiry to Hill College that the requirements for class
composition have been met, and it is the responsibility of Hill College to verifi that classes taught follor,v this section,
Further, should it be determlned that this section has been violated, at the sole discretion of Hill College, Hill College
may deny credit to any single student and/or all students who participated in an unapproved mixed class.

5. Faculty Selection, Sup€rvision. and Eyaluation

Faculty for a dual credit course will be approved and employed by Hill College. The iflstructor must meet credential
requirements of Hill College and minimum requirements as specified by the Southern Association of Colle8es and Schools
Commission on Colletes (SACSCOC). Each hculty member assigned to teach an academic course will have a master's degree
plus 18 hours in the specitic discipline. Technical course instruclors will have at least an associate degree or Hill College must
document academic preparation, work experience, other appropriate qualifications (certificates, licensure, etc.), and
justification for any exoeptions to SACSCOC requirements.

A. Part-time instructors teachint dual credit courses must meet the same standardt review, and approval procedures
as full- time, regular Hill College faculty.

B. Faculty for a dual credit course who are not fulFtime faculty members of Hill College report directly to the
applopriate Dean of Student Learning and Success for the pathway in which the course(s) is being taught. The college
shall supervise and evaluate part-time faculty teaching dual credit courses using the same or comparable procedures
used for full-time faculty employed by college.
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B. Fordual credit murces tau8ht exclusively to high school students on the high school campusandfordual
crcdit/concurrent credit murses taught electronically, Hill College shall comply with applicable rules and
procedures relating to distance educatlon and off-campus instruction. ln addition, dual credit courses taught
electronically shallcomply with the Texas Higher Education "Principles of 6ood Practice for Academic Degree and
Certificate Protrams a nd Credit Courses Offered Electronically" and Hill Collete's standards for distance education
courses,

A. Courses offered on any Hill College campus/center will be open to both elitible dual credit hith school students and
collete credit students.
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C. The performance appEisalprocess for dual credit instructors will be conducted bythe immediate supervisorand
reviewed by the second line supervisor prior to the appraisal interview with the employee. The dual credit faculty
evaluation process will mirror the evaluation process used at the college for all full-time faculty membe.s and will be

done according to the college policy manual. All dual credit faculty will be periodically evaluated using the following
means: 1) random classroom observ?tion by the immediate supervisor of that dis.ipline, 2) student evaluations and

3) self-eva lu at ion.

D. All dua, credit faculty inrtructors will be supervised by th€ followin8 means:

i. When dual credit classes are visited during a classroom observation, supervisors will ask to see items such as the
textbook, obserue instruction and interaction with students, and request a class syllabus and a sample of class testt
quizzes, labs, and/or poects.

ii. Dual credit instructors are given a self-evaluation form and are asked to fill it out and return the form to their
H ill College supervisor.

iii. All dualcredit instrudors are given a master syllabus for the course. The master syllabus provides tradint policy

and student learning outcomes.
iv. Alldual credit instructors are required to participate inthe assessment process.

v. All dual credit instructors are required to certiry rosters.

vi. All dual credit instructors are required to submit progress reportt midterm, and final grades.

Faculty teaching courses, which result in the award of college credit, will be reguhrly employed faculty members of
Hill College. All faculty selected by Hill Collete to teach dual credit classes will be considered employees of Hill College

and will be compensated W the college in accordance with Hill college policl, procedures, and Buidelines.

E. Applications for employment and official transcripts from each college or university attended MUST be

submitted and approved before classes start. All paperwork will be kept on fih at Hill College.

6. Course Curriculum, lnstructlon, and Grading

A. Hill College cources offrered as dual credit, regardless of where they are taught, follow the same syllabus, course
outliile, textbook, tradinS method, and other academic policies as the courses outlined in the Hill ColleSe catalog.

B. Approved courses being taught for dual credit must follow the approved master syllabus of the discipline and of Hill
College.

C. Textbooks should be identical to those approved for use by Hill College. Should an instructor propose an alterneth/e
textboolc the textbook must be approved in advance by the appropriate instructional department of Hill Crllege and
the vice president of student learning and success. Other instructional materials for dual credit/concurrent courses
must be identical or at an equivalent levelto materials used by Hill Collete.

D. Courses which result in colle8e-level credit will lollow the standard gradint practices of Hill ColleBe, as identified by
college policy, and as identified in the appropriately approved course syllabus. The grades used in college records are
A (excellent), B (above average), C (average), D (below average), F (failure), l(incomplete), W (withdrawn), WC
(withdrawn COVID). The lowest passint grade is D. Grade point averages are computed by assigning values to each
grade as follows: A= 4 points, B =3 points, C= 2 points, D =1point, and F =0points. Gradint criteria maybe devised
by Hill College and the lS0 to allow faculty to award hith school credit only or high school and colle8e credit
depending on student performance.

E. Faculty, who are responsible forteaching dual credit/concurrent classe5 are responsible for keeping appropriate
records, c€rtiiring census date rosters, providing interim grade reportt certirying final grade reports at the end of the
semester, certifying attendancE, and providing other reports and information as may be required by Hill College
and/orthe School District. Faculty and students of dual credit classes a,e expected to use the LMS for Hill Collete
and/or the approved [MS for the ISD for all grades, reports, assignments, etc.
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7, Acad€mlc Pollcles and student support servkg

8. Nu merical Brades may be used for dual credit courses and are given in accordance with academic policies in the
colleBe catalog. To receive numeric grades, each student or the designated high school official must request the &
week grade directly from the instructor. The instructor must provide the numeric grade to the student or directly to
the high school official within 5 class days of the request.

C. All academic policies of the college a re applicable to dual cred it courses and students. These policies include the
appeal process, droppin&/adding courses, grading policy, distribution of the syllabus, academic integrity, student
conduct, etc. Oual credit students may refe.ence the Hill College Student Handbook and website for information, Dual

credit students violatint policies will be subject to the penalties describ€d in the course syllabus and any relevant Hill
College policies. ITAC 19, Part 1, Chapter 4, Subchapter D, 4.85(d{1)l

Students taking college courses dual credit courses can utilize the same or comparable support services afforded to all

Hill College students. The college is responsible for ensuring timely and efficient access to such services, academic
advisin& learning materials (e.t., library resources), and to other benefits for which the student may be eligible. ln
addition, Hil, College will offer these students access to the library's electronic information resources through the
intemet, subiect to Hill ColleSe'r licensint contracts with its vendors and available technology. ITAC 19, Part 1, Chapter
4, Subchapter 0, 4.85(g}(2)l

D. The lsD agrees to allow those students currently registered in Hill college courses, within the district's facilities,
access to the information resources available in the district. These students are under the same rules and regulations

as other students of the district and are subiect to the same fines and penalties.

E. To be eligible forthese privileges, a Hill College studeflt must present proof ofcurrent enrollment. This may take the
form of but is not limited to, a student lD card, billfor registration, or a class schedule.

G. The lsD and Hill ColleBe agree to maantain the records of all students in accordance with all applicable federa I state,
and local laws. ln accordance with the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act of 1974, as Amended (FERPA) (20

U.S.C. 81232g), all records relating to students, which are Benerated or maintained by either pany, shall b€
considered education records in accordance with applicable laws and policies.

H. Dualciedit students will be required to adhere to college policies and procedures regarding facilities and
equipment usage, code of conduct, and are subject to appmpriate action taken by the lsD and/or College.

l. Upon registerinB in dual credit courses, the student's information will be€ome part ofthe HillCollege's student
directory information and subrect to the Texas Publk lnformation Act. Students will be able to desi8nate the release of
directory information.

J. Hill College advisors, success coordinators and navigators will provide information and resources to dual credit
students to help achieve academic and personal success goals. Staff assist with policy and degree requirements,
education plannin& transfer and career opportunities. ITAC C-2). Hill College Navigators will be on each l5D campus
at least once a week to provide support and [avigation to students, faculty and staffand ensure open and clear

communication with Hill College faculty and staff. The ISD partner will provide thei. navigator a consistent
wo*space in which they can serve students, staff, and administration.
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A. HillCollege courses offered as dualcredit, regardless ofwhere they are taught, follow the same syllabus, course
outline, textbook, gradinS method, and other academic policies and procedures as the courses outlined in the Hill
Collete poliry manual, catalog, and student handbook. IIAC 19. Part 1, Chapter4, Subchapter D,4.85(d(1)l

F. Hill ColleSe dual credit staff will offer information sessions and/or appointments for dual credit students and their
parents to assist them in becoming acquainted with the dua I credit process to include application, academks,
retistration, tuitionfees and support services of the college. lnformation regarding dual credit will be maintained
on the HillColleBe dual credit website.
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K. lt is the polic.y and procedure of Hill College to provide reasonable accommodation for qualified students with
documented disabilities. Hill college will adhere to all applicable federal, state and local laws, retulations and
guidelines with respect to providint reasonable accommodations to afford equal educational opportunity and

enable participation in and beneftts from educational programs and activities. Students must provide appropriate
documentation, complete an a€commodation request form and submit at to the Academic Advising and Success

Center. €very effort will be made to identify needs and provide reasonable academic accommodations needed.

L. lf for any reason, it becomes necessary lor a student who has registered for a Hill College class to withdraw or drop
from the class, Hill College and the lsD agree it is the responsibility of the student to officially withdraw or drop the
college course.

M. A student may add or drop a course prior to the officialcensus date for the course. Students who drop before the
official college census date will not rec€ive a trade; tuition and fees will be relunded according to the Hill Collete
approved refund schedule.

N. A student may withdraw from a €ou6e with a grade of "W" any time after the census date for the semesler and on or
before the last day to withdrawal a class of a term as d€signated in the college academic calendar. Dual credit
students attending class on or off campus may initiate a drop, withdrawal resignation form throwh the Hill College
Dual Credit Office or Advising and Success Center. lf attending class off campus at a high school, the student should
notify his/her hiSh school representative and complete the form. A student who discontinues class attendance and

does not officially withdraw from the course on or before the last day will receive a performance the earned trade for
the course based on the gradint criteria identified in that course's syllabus. This grade will 6o on the student's
permanent high school and college transcripts. (TAC C{)

O. lf at the end of a semester there are overdue books or materials belontint to a Hill College library, each library will take
steps consistent with their policies and procedures to ensure that the past due books 6nd/or materials are returned as

expediently as possible. Upon return ofthe material to the lending library, the studenfs account will be cleared of any

obligation.

P. AsofFall2019and in accordance with Senate Bill 25,a student enrolled ina dual credit course at a n institution of
higher education shall file a degree plan with the insthution when the student has earned a cumulative total of 15 or
more semester c;edit hours ofcourse work.

t. Transcrlptlon of Credit

A. For both technical and academic dual credit/concu nent credit courses, college credit will be placed on the transcript
immediately upon a student's completion of the performance required in the cou6e. [TAC 19, Pan 1, Chapte] 4,
5ub€hapter D,4.85(hll

B- Before graduation from high school a student or hith school representative can request an unofticialtranscript ot
courses taken as dual credit to be released to the student or the high school.

C. Upon graduation from high school, students must submit an official high school transcript, with the date of
Sraduation, before a Hill Collete official transcdpt will be released to oth€r colleges or univeRities.

D. For technical and academic dual credivconcurrent courses which result in high school-levcl credit, the ISD will
transcript all course work in accordance with the ISD'S normal policies and procedures immediately following the end
date ofthe course- Further, the ISD agrees to make avallable in the same manner it does to other students an official
high school transcript that may be sent to other schools, colleges, or locations as the student so designates.

E. Students registered in job training or continuing eduGtion courses may be eligible for Course Completion
Certificates if all specific requirements in the course syllabus are rnet and c€rtified by the Job Training and
Workforce Partnerships Oepartment.

F. Hill College is a fully accredited institution and core academic courses are transferable to any state university in
Texas. However, since each college has its own polby regarding the trensferability of courset each student is
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strontly advised to check with the college which he or she plans to attend, if other than Hill College, to determine
the transfe.ability of Hill Colle8e courses.

9. Sources of Fundint

A. State fundinE for dual credit/concurrent courses will be available to the lsD and Hill College based onthecurrent
agreement between the Commissioner of Education and Commissioner of Higher Education. ln accordance with this
agreement, Hill College may claim state funding for all students registered for college-level credit in a dual
credit/concurrent course. The ISD may also claim full ADA funding for all studEnts registered in a duaL
cred it/co n€ u rre nt course.

B. As ot fall 2023, per HB 8, 88th Regular LeSislature, the FinancialAid for swift Transfer (FAsT) program was outlined and
adopted to allow elEible students to enroll, at no cost to the student, in dual credit courses (HB 8 sec. 28.0095.)
lnstitutions of higher education may not collect tuition and fees trom Financial Aid for Swift Transfer (FA5T) eligible
dual credit students. Additionaily, Hill Colhge may only collect a maximum of 555 per credit hour for non-FAST€ligible
dual credit students (HB 8, Section 43.308.) Hill College will then receive performance and outcome-based funding
reimbursement from the state as they meet eligibility requirements outlined in HB 8 Sec. 51.003 and funded by the
Foundation School program.

C. ln accordance with th€ tuition and fee structure established by the HillCollege Board of Regents and the table
below, HillCollege a8rees to charte only non-FAST-eligible students' tuition and have waived allfees for all dual
credit students as indicated on the llill Colle8e website. The HillCollege Board of Retents reserves the right to
chanBe the policies and procedures of Hill College without noti€e, including tuition and fees in accordance with the
cost of instruction and state laws. The ISD agrees to pay for the cost of textbooks and required course supplies for all
FAST-eliSible students.

D. Non-tAsT-elitible dua I credit students must pay tuition at the time of registration as mandated by Hill College
policy.

E. ll the ISD is to be responsible for payment either in part or in full of a student's tuition, textbooks, and supplies,
Hill College agrees to ball the school district when Hill College receives the documentation of FAST eligibility from
the state. The ISD agrees to s€ttle all account receivables with Hill College within 30 days ofthe billint date.
Students whose tuition and fees are not paid by the ofticial college census day of the class will be dropped from
the college roll and must be removed from the class in accordance with section 4 ofthis agreement. Students are
billed separately by Hill College for costs not paid by lSD.

F. Textbooks adoptions will be provided by Hill College. Hill College is dedicated to working to find open educational
resources (OER's) for as many disciplines as possible, As adoptions are made Hill College will.ommit to a three-year
adoption period.

G. Students who officially withdraw from Hill Colle8e will have their tuition refunded according to the official refund policy
schedule for all students. Tuition paid directly to Hill College by the lSD, sponsor, donor, or scholarship fund will be
refunded to the source rather than directly to the students.

H. Hill Collete is not responsible for the transportation ofdual credit students.

10. De{lned Sequence of Courses

The most common dualenrollment courses taken in Texas are English 1301 (Composition l), English 1302 (Composition
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ll), History 1302 (United States History lll, Government 2305 (Federal Govcrnment), History 1301 United States History l),

Economics 2301 (Principles of Macroeconomics), and Math 1314 (Collete Algebra). Dual credit courses tauSht exc,usively

to high school students on a high school campus or courses tauBht electronically must comply with the teneral rules for
dual credit courses as well as the THECB'5 rules that apply to distance education and off-campus and self-supporting
courses. ln some cases, we have special AA or AAS protrams that we offer to certain districts as well as technical
.ertificates and PTECH opportuniti€s with certain lSDs. ln those cases, we will provide an appendix to outline those
crossyyalks and deg.ee plans or cenificates.

11. Student Conduct

A. Dual credit students will be required to adhere to college policies and procedures including student conduct as set
forth in the Hill Colle8e policy manual and the Student Handbook while on a Hill Collete campus and/or while in
attendance in Hill College classes at off-€ampus instructional sites such as the high school.

B. Failure to comply with Hill Collete policies and procedures may result in dismissal of the student from Hill College

classes. Hill College and the partner ISD will be cooperative in disciplinary issues to the extent possible, but the
college will have final authority over disciplinary matters relating to Hill College courses.

C. Oisciplinary issues will be reported and addressed accordint to published colle8e policies and procedures.

D. The l5O will notify flill College of student behavioral issues that would impact a dual credit course, particularly
regardint matters concerning student and employee safety.

12. Non-Discrimination

Hill College is committed to the principle of equal opportunity in education and employment. The college does not
discriminate against individuals on the basis of age, race, color, reli8ion, sex, national origin, disability, genetic
information, or veteran status in the administration of its educational programs, activhies, or employment policies.
Retaliation against anyone involved in the complaint process is a violation of college district policy and is prohibited.
Reports of discriminatbn may b€ directed to the Title lx coordinator. The colhge district desiSflates the following
person to coordinate its efforts to comply with Title lX of the Education Amendments of 1972, as amended:

14. Facilities and Tectnoloty

A. Th€ high school or ISD partner agrees to provide and maintain adequate instructional spaces, resources, and
technology to serve dual credits faculty and students taking dual c.edit cours€s at the ISD location. Adequate
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facilities are those of the quality, scope and condition to support the dual credit protrams and college learning
environment at the ISO location.

B. The high school or ISD partner will ensure that HillCollete faculty and dual credit students have access to
college email, MyHC, the learnint management system, and the library resources from the lS0 computers.

C. Dual credit students may need access to devices capable of running a lock down browser, LMS, or other
security pro8ramt devices/internet access unrestricted by the ISD filter, as wellas a webcam. Such access is

vital for academic integrity measures, lnternet-based course materials, research and course pmie€ts. Student
resources are available on the Hill College campus to fulfill such naeds should the rtudent choose to implement
them.

D. The college recommends the ISD assign stud€nts enrolled in online dual credit cours€s to a computer lab with a

facilitator for at least one class period per day.

15. Term

The term of this MOU shall commence on the last date of the final sitnature on page 9 of thas MOU and shall

This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) is entered into between the ltasca lndependent School Oistrict (lsD), a

Texas andependent s6hool district located at 123 N. College, ltasca, TX 76055, and Hill College (HC), a community college

located at 112 bmar Dr,, Hillsboro, Texas 76il5.

WHEREA' The State of Texas mandated via House Bill 5, Section 10 that each school district shall partner with at least

one institution of hithe. education to develop and provide courses in college preparatory mathematics and English

languaSe arts;

WHEREAS, the paaties have agreed to enter into a collaborative agreement where students who are deemed not to be

college ready per House Bi 5, Section 10;

wHEREAS, ltasca lndependent S€hool District (l5D) and Hill College (HC) jointly recognized an opportunity to creete

seamless pathways for students to enter colleSe level work in mathematics and English langua8e arts;

NOW, fHEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and conditions contained in this MOU and other Sood and
valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, ISD and HC, intending to be

legally bound, agree as follows:

1. Scope of seMc.s

ISD and HC agree to collaborate to develop and maintain developmental mathematics and Entlish languaSe arts
courses that meet the terms ol this agreement as outlined in the SuppoIt and Servkes section of this MOU. 150 and
HC will meet re8ularly to mairtain the integrity and evaluate the program's effectiveness.

2. Term

The term of this MOU shall €ommence on the last date of the final signature on page 5 of this MOU and shall
cortinue for a period of 12 months or until terminated by either party. Either party may terminate this MOU,
without cause, upon at least thiny (30) days prior written notice to the other party, with termination effective upon
the expiration of the thirty (30) days or as mutually agreed to by the panies.

3. Suppoa and s€rvlces

l5D and HC agree to the following condhions:

A. HC agrees lo the following for both the mathematks and English language ans courses:
i. To share data and provide feedback regarding student success on entry-level college mathematics and
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English language arts courses;

ii- To train advisors to recotnize and honor course(s)on school district transcripts;
iii. To ensure that eligible students are counseled directly into college level mathematics, Entlish language arts,

and all other courses that require mathematics and English language arts college readiness;

B. HC agrees to the following for the collete prepar.tory math"matics cour:es:
i. To provide the Student Learnint Outcomes;
ii. To provide the syllabifor the courses being offered.
iii. To provide regular meetings between the HC faculty and lsD faculty teaching the course.

D. ISD agrees to the following for both the mathematics aod English languaBe arts courses:
i. To provide highly qualified instructors for the courses being taught
ii. To identify students who are not college ready as stated in HB 5;
iii. To provide professiona I development and resources required to teach the mathematics and English

language arts courses;
iv. To identify successful completion of the course(s) on the student transcripts as determined by the State of

Texas PEIMS number
v. To provide curriculum for the course that is consistent with HC Student Learning Outcomes;
vi. To aid with admission, enrollment, and financialaid applications;

E- ISD agrees to the following for the colleBe preparatory mathematics course:
i. To teach a math course designed to focus on college mathematics lalgebraic or non-algebraic) concepts;
ii. Require students to meet college readiness scores on the TSI Assessment;
iii. To meet regularly with HC faculty.

F. ISD agrees to the lollowing for the college preparatory English language arts course:
i. lo teach an integrated Reading and Writing course that focuses on critical readin8 and college-level writing;
ii. Require students to meet college readiness scores on the TSI Assessment;
iii. To meet reSularly with HC faculty.

4. Non{ompliance

Notwithstanding any provision herein to the contrary, if HC does not comply with aoy part of the MOU, and the
failure to comply is not corrected within thirty (30) calendar days after written notice from lSD, this MOU may be
terminated immediately upon written notice from lSD, at ISD's sole discretion.

5. Liablliry

Neither ISD nor its trustees, officers, employees or aSents shall have any liability or responsibility for any claim or
cause or action of any person or group arisinB from (a) the use of district prop€rty and/or equipment by HC and HC's
officers, volunteert employeet contractors, agents, invitees, licens€et participants, and visitors, or (b) non-
compliance with this MOU, or {c} any act, omission, or negligence of HC, or any of its officert agents, employees,
contractort inv:tees, licensees, volunteers, partlcipants otvisitors.
